To Kill a Mockingbird: Final Projects
For the final project for the To Kill a Mockingbird unit, you have your choice of projects to complete. Some of these are group projects and some are individual. This assignment is an opportunity to play to your strengths as an individual—choose something you’ll enjoy doing and that you can do well! The underlined portion of each project description is the written portion of this project that must be submitted to turnitin.com.
Individual Projects

1. Character Scrapbook—choose one of the characters from TKAM and create his or her personal scrapbook with pages including diary entries, drawings or photographs, real or mock newspaper clippings, significant movie stubs or other memorabilia, letters sent to and from others. In addition, you must include a short written response explaining how you attempted to capture the character through the scrapbook.
2. Original Song Performance (live or recorded)—write a song, including music, about theme or character from TKAM. Lyrics must be approved by Mrs. Powell PRIOR to your completion of the song. 

3. Soundtrack project—create a soundtrack (10 songs) for the novel. You’ll need to burn an actual CD of the songs, submit lyrics for each and a written explanation of why each song is relevant to the novel. *NOTE: DO NOT use Google or do an internet search for these…YOU need to come up with the songs on your own based on your knowledge of the novel.  When you copy ideas from the internet, it is plagiarism…and I will know.

4. Art Project—paint a portrait of a character or significant scene (on canvas); include a brief written response explaining the inspiration for your painting and two relevant quotes from the book.  Note: you may NOT just re-create the cover of the book or choose to paint the tree.
5. Poetry Journal—create a poetry journal (minimum 6 poems) for To Kill a Mockingbird. Must use figurative language (literary devices) creatively. Poems should address character, theme or social issues.

Group Projects—group members must all be in the same period.
1. Performance of a scene (live or recorded)—write a script, memorize and perform a scene (complete with props and costumes) from TKAM. Script must be approved by Mrs. Powell PRIOR to your performance. Length requirement: 6-8 mins.
2. Movie trailer for TKAM—film, cut and edit a trailer (approx. 2 minutes); include a brief description of your inspiration for the trailer.
3. Talk Show (live or recorded)—write a script, memorize and perform an interview with the major characters. Props and costumes necessary. Script must be approved by Mrs. Powell PRIOR to your performance. Length requirement: 6-8 mins.
4. Social Media storyboard—retell a scene or chapter from the novel through Tweets, Facebook comments, Instagram photos/comments, or Snapchat pictures w/captions.  If you use pictures in your storyboard, they must be pictures of your group members as characters in the novel.  You must come up with a creative way to display your storyboard to the class (poster board, slide show, etc.).  Submit a written explanation of your scene, why you chose it, and your inspiration for the project.
Disclaimers:
1. Each student or group must present his/her project to the class in a 3-5 minute presentation (longer if performing a scene). 
2. If you choose to work with a group, CHOOSE WISELY.  The group will be graded as a whole not individually.

5. Unless you are writing a script, ALL group members must submit a written portion to turnitin.com.
6. If you are not prepared on the first day of presentations, you will receive a 30% deduction. If you are unprepared on the following day as well, you will receive NO CREDIT for this assignment. 
How will you be graded?

 I want an “A”—90-100—You went above and beyond!

· Project shows much forethought and creativity (colorful when applicable).  It shows that you read the novel and that you understood its greatness!

· Project is extensive and substantive (3-5 minutes for presentations; 7-10 minutes for performances).

· Project is presented the day that it is due.

· Project includes a written component that clarifies, justifies, and explains the project in detail.

· Project is accurate in facts and details and grammar/usage/mechanics.

· Project evokes an emotional response from the teacher and the class. (Laughing/crying/gasping is a plus!)  You really “wowed” us!
I want a “B”—80-89—You met the expectations!

· Project shows thought and some creativity, but you could have done better.  It shows that you read the novel and were able to apply and incorporate your knowledge.

· Project might meet the time requirements, but something was missing…

· Project is presented the day it is due.

· Project includes a written component that may clarify and explain, but it could have been more explanatory or it was a bit unclear.

· Project may have had some minor inaccuracies or errors, but overall it was mostly correct and/or well-written.

· Project may have evoked a positive response.  It was “alright.”
To get a “C”—70-79—You tried…

· Project is a bit generic and/or unoriginal.  It shows that you may have simply read a summary or simply watched the film.

· Project may or may have not met the time requirement.

· Project was presented, but there were issues (technological and/or personal) that made you present late.

· Project includes a written component, but it may be a bit vague or unclear.

· Project has more than a few errors, whether related to facts and/or details and/or grammar/usage/mechanics.

· Project was simply okay.  You completed your work, but it probably was not at the quality level expected from an honors student.

Keep in mind…

· “F”s will only be awarded to students who did not complete a project at all.  “D”s will be awarded if more than half of the criteria are way below expectations.

· All projects must be presented to the class!!!

· All projects must include a written component; see project description for details.
· I reserve the right to keep the project if it is awesome, so do not get emotionally attached to it.  Save it to a USB drive if possible.
