1. Choose a song that is school appropriate and that you love.

2. Look up and print out the lyrics to this song.
3. Read and listen to your song many times. What is an underlying theme/theme statement?

4. Once you have decided upon a theme, use your favorite song as inspiration to develop five of your own poems or lyrics with the same theme (at least 10 lines each).
5. You must use at least three different literary devices per poem.  NO REPEATS. 
6. Write, type, proofread, and print out your poems.
7. Create an album to display your work and the work that inspired you.  It is best if you use half a sheet of poster board and fold it so that you have a front cover, an inside, and a back cover.  You may be very creative on this portion of the assignment; just make sure that your final project is not larger than a half sheet of poster board.
8. Using some type of artwork, (famous art, clip art, graphic art, your own art, or anything that will contribute to the overall theme of your work) decorate your album.
9. Include a list somewhere in your album that names ALL the literary devices you used in your poems/lyrics.  Identify the name of the literary device and cite the line where it appears.  
10. Every album needs a biography or liner notes.  The back page of your album should be a creative, fantastical biography of you and possibly your band.  In this portion, include the tone and mood that you were trying to convey through your poems/songs.  Also, don’t forget to thank the people who helped you reach all of your goals as a famous poet and songwriter!
11. On the back of your album, create a found poem using lyrics from the songs that you included in the “playlist of your life.” The playlist and found poem should be typed neatly and attached on to the back of your album.
12. You will be graded on: cohesiveness of theme (don’t forget to include the inspiration lyrics), neatness (no glue bubbles or sloppy artwork), quality of poems/lyrics, and the creativeness and grammatical correctness of your liner notes.
13. EXTRA CREDIT: If you wish to receive extra credit on this assignment, you may pick 2 of your poems to read aloud or 1 of your songs to perform for the class.
